REQUIREMENTS: 
1.) Scholarship applicant must be a resident of Northern California 
2.) Scholarship recipient must be registered to attend, or currently attending, a two-year or four-year 

college in a field of study related to Travel & Tourism or Hospitality Management. 
3.) Eligible applicants must submit a one-page typewritten essay on “Why I want to pursue a career 

in the Hospitality & Tourism industry.” 
4.) Eligible applicants must complete the attached application. 
5.) San Francisco Bay Area Attractions Association members, and their immediate families, are not 

eligible. 
 
SELECTION PROCESS: 
A.) All essays, and applications, must be received by no later than April 29, 2011.
